Taranaki Youth Council Ruling on representative hockey age group eligibility  -
• The request from THF to recommend a policy for players playing in one

or more teams.

• Agreed clear direction is required from TYC about the eligibility of players for the

respective representative teams.

• The objective behind this direction is to ensure that Taranaki representative teams at

National competition reflect the best players in the province and to maintain or better our

rankings at National level.

1. Under 13 Primary School; Hatch – Collier – Curtis – Rawleigh; 
The best 30 players in the province to be eligible for these teams to be selected on merit,

2. Players shall be eligible if under 13 on 1st January of the year, and must be a registered hockey player, attending school in Years 6, 7 and or 8.

3. Year 5 players only eligible for Under 11’s.

4. Year 7 players only eligible for Under 11’s if not required for the Under 13 teams.
5. Apart from this dispensation shall be required from the TYC before a player can play above

their age group or for more than one representative team in a season. 
6.  Dispensation may be granted under exceptional circumstances.

Note – players who are eligible for U11, but who are selected for a  U13 squad may not trial for U11 if they do not get selected for a U13 A team
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
